¢ He lacked boldness and vision - God was inviting him to join Him - Too overly concerned
about protocols!

0 He simply was not prepared to take a risk and attempt something so unconventional.

¢ He none the less had a good heart - “I will let Andrew - He's always bringing people to
Jesus!”

+ The Censure Of Philip - John 14:6-9, NKJV

® Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except
through Me. 7 “If you had known Me, you would have known My Father also; and from now
on you know Him and have seen Him.” 2 Philip said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it
is sufficient for us.” ?Jesus said to him, “Have | been with you so long, and yet you have not
known Me, Philip? He who has seen Me has seen the Father; so how can you say, ‘Show us the
Father'?

0 He struggled to fully comprehend Jesus, just like the other disciples.
