e James The Less!
e His mother followed Jesus - Mark 15:42, NKJV
Now when evening had come, because it was the Preparation Day, that is, the day
before the Sabbath,

o His mother ministered to Jesus - Mark 15:41, NKJV
who also followed Him and ministered to Him when He was in Galilee, and many other
women who came up with Him to Jerusalem.

e His mother viewed the Cross - Mark 15:40, NKJV
There were also women looking on from afar, among whom were Mary Magdalene,
Mary the mother of James the Less and of Joses, and Salome,

Isles.
